ADMISSION POLICY - NURSERY 2025
The Cathedral School of St Saviour & St Mary Overy Church of England School has a distinctive Christian Ethos which is at the heart of this school and provides an inclusive, caring and supportive environment where children learn and flourish in a setting shaped by Christian values.  We welcome applications from all members of the community and we ask all parents to respect the Christian ethos of our school and its importance to our community.

A.
FOUNDATION PLACES.
The Governing Body have designated places to be offered to pupils whose families (i.e. parents/carers and child) worship regularly at Southwark Cathedral or St Hugh’s Bermondsey (part of the Cathedral parish). Any unallocated Foundation places would then be available to applicants who worship at other Anglican churches within the Deanery of Southwark and Newington, and then to members of other Christian churches within a mile of the School. 

Written evidence of applicants' commitment to their place of worship (in the form of a Clergy Reference) will be required at the time of application. The Clergy Reference will be based on evidence of the applicants having become part of the Church community through a verifiable pattern of attendance at worship at least once a month for at least a year and on evidence of additional active and sustained participation in the life and work of the Church as volunteers, office-holders, or members of church groups or committees.
Places will be allocated according to the following criteria. These are stated in order of priority:

(i) looked after children or previously looked after children
(ii) children with an exceptional and professionally supported medical or social need for a place at this school. 
(iii) Children who have a brother or sister at the school at the time of admission
(iv) Children of permanent staff members
(v) Children in order of the nearness of the home to the school
If there are fewer qualified applicants for foundation places, any unfilled places will become additional open places. Unsuccessful applicants for foundation places will be considered for any open places remaining unfilled at the end of the allocation procedure.

B.
OPEN PLACES

The Governing Body have designated places each year as open places, to be offered to pupils who do not qualify for a foundation place, but whose parents have chosen the school for the type of education it provides. Parents applying for an open place do so knowing that the school aims to provide an education based on Christian principles and, therefore, the Governing Body hopes that all pupils will take part in the Christian worship of the school and will attend religious education lessons.

Places will be allocated according to the following criteria.  These are stated in order of priority

(i) looked after children or previously looked after children 
(ii) children with an exceptional and professionally supported medical or social need for a place at this school.  

(iii) Children who have a brother or sister at the school at the time of admission
(iv) Children of permanent staff members 
(v) Children in order of the nearness of the home to the school 
Children attending the nursery class at the Cathedral School cannot be guaranteed places in the reception class and parents will need to apply separately for such a place.  

It may happen that there are not enough places to admit all pupils meeting any one criterion.  In this case the governors will admit pupils eligible under this one criterion in order of nearness to the school.  There is no right of appeal if a place is not offered.

The school does not maintain a waiting list.  All applications are kept in the school file for twelve months following application closure.  Children without a school place who have moved into the area are given first priority and where there are vacancies; applications are considered according to the foundation / open application criteria.

The Governing Body is under a duty to admit children with EHCPs that name the school.
